It has 
been sourced & provided by the Diocese & is currently being adopted across all Parishes in our Pastoral Area.  

Therefore, to ensure you 
remain registered as a parishioner and to continue to receive communications from the Parish, including the 
Newsletter, please do kindly fill out a new Registration Form at the earliest possible opportunity.
